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INDIVIDUAL DIFFERENCES IN SOCIAL

The present study investigated the relation between individual differences in temperamental fear and
referencing, affect and behavier regulation, and quality of parent messages in two groups of infants
iyounges, 1 1o 15 manths; older, 16 ta 22 monthsl. Fifty-five infants participated with a parent in a
laboratery sotial referencing situation, involving two message conditions ipositivelfeariull. Tempera-
mental fear was assessed by parent report. Quality of parents' messages was influenced by tempera-
menal fear, with parents praviding higher quality pesitive and Tower quality fearful messages 1o high
fear boys. Temperamental fear and regulation were welated in the younger group of infants, with
infants classified as how e tenostrating affew and behavior regulation. Gender was relaed 1w
affect regulation across both age groups: girls showed regulation, whereas boys did not. These find-
ings indlicated that individual difierences in temperament are related to regulation and parents’ mes-
sages, but nat to child looking at parents.

Social referencing is a process of emotional
and instrumental communication character-
ized by the use of information provided by
another to form one’s own understanding of a
